DC-Digital DO-25 Double-Faced Hall Mount Dimensions

1) Install the DO-25B* to a 4”x4”, 2”x4”junction box  or directly to the wall.  Use the # 8/32 or #6/32 screws provided for
mounting to the existing 4”x4” or 2”x4” junction boxes.

2) Install the Red leveling #8/32 screw to the DO-25B*.  (This screw is used if the wall is not plumb)

3) Pull the control wires through the DO-25A+ and attach the DO-25A+ to the DO-25B* using #8/32 tapered screws.

4) Join the (2) DC-25 or DC-40 Digital Clocks together backs only,  at this time  using 1/4”-20x1/2” screws and nuts.  Use
opposing mounting holes for the best results.  Use one of the black 1”1/4 insulator and install the insulator through both
clocks’ center holes.

5) Install the joined DC-25 or DC-40 backs to the DO-25A+  using 3/8” romex connectors.  Remove joined digital clocks and level
them, if desired.  Make the proper connections to the cabling from the power supply and assemble the clock faces to the clock
backs.
